








15.3 Measures to Reduce Impact
Current policies operated at Melbourne Airport
include Underground Storage Tank (UST) Monitoring
Procedures, which outline requirements for leak
detection equipment installation/monitoring, storage
and use of chemicals and fuel and oil storage

and handling.

The Melbourne Airport Emergency Plan details
Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for dealing
with hazardous materials and major fuel and

oil spills.

The Melbourne Airport Environmental Management
System ensures that formal procedures for routine
works on flame traps, triple interceptor traps,

litter traps, UST and Aboveground Storage Tanks
(AST) are undertaken, with records maintained

to demonstrate compliance with both legal and
corporate requirements.

All airport business partners with hazardous
materials are required to detail their management
in an Operational Environmental Management Plan.

Business Partners Risk

Rating Criteria

All Airport business partners are assessed by
APAM on an annual basis. Provisional assessment
is undertaken prior to entering into an agreement
to operate. Prior to beginning operations a second
assessment is undertaken to ensure all conditions
and expectations are achieved.

APAM uses a tiered approach to ensure business
partners with the highest potential to impact
negatively on the environment have the strictest
requirements and closest monitoring placed
upon them.

A formal risk assessment is undertaken by APAM
personnel across all aspects of the environment,
including, but not limited to water use, energy
consumption, carbon emissions, impact on
biodiversity and cultural heritage, noise generation,
potential to pollute groundwater or stormwater,
waste generation, resource use and impact on

air quality.

Once business partners have been rated on the
potential environmental consequence of their
operations, the scores calculated determine
category allocation.

Business partners with an overall score of major or
higher are categorised as A rated, those business
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partners with scores in the moderate category

will be categorised as B rated business partners.
Category C rated business partners are those
which have minor consequence levels, though have
one or more aspects which have a potential major
impact. All other business partners with minor and
insignificant ratings will be categorised as D rated
business partners.

The table below summarises the key requirements
applicable to those business partners with A-D
category ratings.
